I will not listen to, nor encourage others to listen to any music containing vulgar, abusive,
or foul language; references to violence, sex, drugs, alcohol, or lyrics deemed
inappropriate to staff or supervisory volunteers.

| understand that if I am suspended from school | will also be suspended from Teen
Center activities.

DRESS CODE:

I will strictly abide by the RiverBender.com Community Center Dress Code prohibiting
the following: bare midriffs/backs or halter tops, excessively short skirts/shorts, low
cut or strapless tops, visible underwear, (no sagging period). Pants must fit the
student’s waist and be worn at the student’s waist; no clothing or jewelry will be
allowed depicting the use of tobacco, alcohol, illegal substances, sexual, lewd, or
indecent meanings/ connotations, or any sort of identity with a gang.
